9/11. MATTERS ARISING
132/11. Terry Bowker – Oil Tank Update

It was reported that work will begin on Tuesday 17th May to replace the oil tank.

Councillor Coggon stated that grass cutting is being carried out and the Church Yard looks very tidy.

The clerk reported that she has contacted Tracey Carter for a set of keys to the Doctors, she will leave the keys with the receptionist on Friday, and the clerk asked if Cllr Coggon would be able to collect the keys. Cllr Hurst stated that after reading through the rental valuation document from Gary Johnson, it states that it is assumed that the tenant is responsible for the internal repair, decoration and maintenance of the building whilst the landlord is responsible for the external repairs etc. It was suggested that the council continue to get quotes for the work to be carried out, and then invoice the South Axholme Practice.

11/11. CORRESPONDENCE

(a)West Butterwick – Farm Lane
It was reported that North Lincs Council are proposing to carry out essential drainage works on Farm Lane, the work will approximately take four weeks, and a full road closure of Farm Lane will be used for the duration. Cllr Milner expressed his concerns in relation to the re-route of tankers through the Fleet for the four week closure. 
(b)Roy Hindmarsh – West Street Results
It was stated that there have been no improvements in speed results, if anything the recorded speeds are increasing, the flow of traffic remains constant. Cllr Shore suggested that the council contact Roy Hindmarsh and ask how many police officers have been deployed to West Butterwick over the years; no one has ever reported seeing a police vehicle. It was stated that some positive action needs to be taken, Cllr Coggon stated that if they are not doing anything with the results the Parish Council are wasting their money. It was suggested that the council should request two more loan traffic signs on a trail basis.

12/11. CO-OPTION OF 3 MEMBERS
Following the recent council elections the parish council are now required to co-opt three new council members, Cllr Jones stated that he knows a lady who is interested in applying as a councillor. The clerk has printed two public notices to be placed in the council notice boards. It was stated that anyone who is interested in applying as a councillor should write to the clerk expressing their interest and information about themselves.

13/11 DOCTORS SURGERY RRENT REVIEW

Cllr Hurst reported concerning the background of this matter, the council previously requested a copy of rental valuation from Gary Johnson which states that an appropriate rent for the WHOLE property is £8500.00 per annum, £5000.00 for the original building and £3500.00 for the new extension. It was stated in a letter from the PCT that the extension was agreed therefore they are only prepared to pay 58.94% of the space occupied by the practice and the parish council will need to liaise with the practice direct for the remaining 41.06%. It was reported that the council had no choice but to carry out the refurbishment and extension of the surgery to ensure is was classed category C or the surgery would be closed down. Cllr Milner proposed that the council invoice the PCT for the outstanding £3500 (41.06%) as per the valuation carried out, Cllr Shore second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour.
Resolved: Send an invoice for £3500.00 to the PCT. 

14/11. INSURANCE RENEWAL
The clerk reported that she has received the amended policy from AON, the premium payment is £2137.70, she has also received a quote from Zurich, the premium payment would be £1370.04 saving the Parish Council £762, and the clerk went through the policy schedule from Zurich. 
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14/11. INSURANCE RENEWAL CONT:

Cllr Hurst proposed that the council accept the policy schedule from Zurich, Cllr Shore second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
Resolved: The clerk will inform AON that the council do not wish to renew their current insurance policy and inform Zurich that the policy schedule has been approved. 

15/11 HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & SUNDRY MATTERS

1. Cllr Milner reported that the traffic situation on West Street is still a major problem, lorries are mounting the kerbs, the path is virtually destroyed, the path also has a disabled ramp on it, Cllr Milner stated that he witnessed a close encounter with a lorry mounting the path near the school fence, which raises health and safety issues to children. He suggested that yellow lines be put there stating no parking between the hours of 8am – 5pm.
