131/11. PUBLIC FORUM
Mr John Wotton reported that while he was delivering leaflets recently he noticed how dirty the village has got over the years, rubbish, grit etc. North Street and West Street near the shop seem to be the main areas. Everywhere you go looks dirty and tired; he asked if the parish council could put pressure on North Lincolnshire Council to tidy the village up. It was reported that the grass needs cutting near the Millennium path to the end of Farm Lane, there are also footpath signs which have been broken off and are just laying on the ground. Discussions also took place concerning the use of dog fouling bins and that 2 bins are need on the river bank. 
132/11 TERRY BOWKER – OIL TANK UPDATE

Mr Bowker thanked the council for allowing him to attend the meeting, he stated that the delay in getting the work done has been finding a contractor to carry out the work needed due to new regulations. He has now received two estimates which includes a concrete base, fire valve and the transfer of existing oil, one estimate is £1494.02 + VAT, the second £2022.50 + VAT, Mr Bowker reported that a scrap contractor will take away the old oil tank, it will take 6 weeks for delivery following the official order being placed and the work will roughly take three days to complete, the new tank will be placed in the same place. Mr Bowker asked how the council would like to deal with the order of the tank and payment. It was suggested that the council place the official order for the oil tank and they be invoiced for the work, then the PCC will pay the council the difference of £494.20. 
Cllr Milner asked that the PCC consider converting to gas, Mr Bowker explained the implications of this.

Cllr Harris stated that the plans are very small and not always accurate; the clerk reported that North Lincs have now stopped sending applications through the post.

Cllr Harris explained the income and expenditure, the variances from the previous year on the balance sheet. 
137/11. DOCTORS SURGERY RENT REVIEW
Cllr Harris reported concerning the letter received by the council from the Health Authority on the 17th March, which was discussed at the recent Finance Committee meeting, the clerk was asked to contact the Health Authority requesting clarification on various points, Cllr Harris read out the reply received on the 13th April and it was suggested that the clerk contact Gary Johnson direct for a copy of the valuation report. Cllr Harris stated that she has given a copy of letter to Dr Gallagher for his comments. It was suggested that a meeting be arranged with the South Axholme Practice to discuss matters further, also that the council write to the Chief Executive. Cllr Shore proposed that the council request a copy of the valuation from Gary Johnson and get clarification from the Senior Partners at the surgery. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Gary Johnson for a copy of the valuation, also write to the Chief Executive expressing the councils concerns. 

137/11 (a) DOCTORS SURGERY DECORATION
Cllr Hurst reported at the last council meeting that he feels the council need to look a redecorating now rather than 6 month's time as it is in a poor state. It was reported that the waiting room and entrance lobby are the areas that need to be decorated now. Cllr Jones stated that he could ask Steve Baines to give the council a quote for the work, it was also suggested that the clerk contact the Practice Manager to ask if they have a contractor that the council could use. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to get quotes to decorate the waiting room and entrance lobby.

138/11. INSURANCE RENEWAL
The clerk reported that she has contacted AON in relation to the alterations that need to be made in the insurance schedule i.e. the council no longer have the mower, the fidelity insurance needs to be changed. The clerk suggested that the council also contact Zurich for An insurance quote. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Zurich for a quote. 
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139/11. FINANCIAL REPORT & ACCOUNTS FOR PAYMENT

Cllr Harris explained the enclosed paperwork, at the finance meeting the clerk suggested that the council close the Money Master Account and have the balance transferred to the current account as they have only received £1.08 interest throughout the year, and this will prevent them from having to touch the money in the Abbey National account, the councillors present at the finance meeting asked the clerk to put together a yearly budget which she has done and circulated to each councillor for tonight’s meeting, Cllr Harris went through the budget. Cllr Harris proposed that the council close the Money Master account as suggested by the clerk, Cllr Shore second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour.
Resolved: The clerk was asked to make the necessary arrangements to close the Money Master Account and transfer the balance to the Current Account.
