Mr Sharp has emailed the council raising concerns in relation to the planning application for minor amendments to materials on The Fleet developments, he also raised the issue of the council not being issued a Certificate B. Cllr Shore stated that the revised application no longer includes affordable housing which was the main reason the council had no observations to the original application. Cllr Shadlock asked concerning the payment made to the council, Cllr Shore explained the background. The council have received notice and a certificate B that needs to be signed as the Fleet is in the ownership of the Parish Council, further discussions took place concerning this matter, it was agreed that the council request more detailed information in relation to the minor amendments before they sign the Certificate B and also find out if a Certificate B had been signed for the original application and if not how was it agreed. 
(h) Parish Newsletter

Cllr Jones stated that the dog fouling report should state that the dogs should be supervised and for owners to take more responsibility and supervise their dogs at all times. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to make the necessary alterations and send out to councillors for distribution. 
49/11. DOCTORS SURGERY RENT REVIEW
Cllr Hurst explained the background to this matter, he recently attended a meeting with Dr Faulk, and Dr Faulk stated that serious mistakes were carried out by the council in relation to the surgery extension, Cllr Hurst read out correspondence between himself and Dr Faulk before the meeting took place. It was stated that the council didn’t get prior approval from the PCT for the extension and they have stated that they will not pay the extra rent. Cllr Shore stated that a way forward would be to hold a joint meeting with Andrew Percy and the PCT, it was reported that Liz Redfern has got involved, Cllr Hurst read out emails between himself and Cllr Redfern. Cllr Shore stated that the PCT were involved with the extension the whole way through and at no point did they say that you need to follow a procedure. 
Resolved: Cllr Hurst will continue to pursue this matter and will keep the council updated

50/11 GRANTS APPLICATION SCHEME – WEST BUTTERWICK PRIMARY SCHOOL
The council have received a grant application of £500.00 from the school to furnish/equip the schools new learning room with furniture and additional resources. Cllr Shore stated that they have not sent a copy of their audited accounts and therefore the council cannot discuss the application. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to request a copy of their audited accounts/balance sheet for the next PC meeting. 
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51/11. WINTER SERVICE
Cllr Hurst reported that at the last council meeting he reported that himself and Cllr Coggon attended a Winter Service Review meeting held at Epworth, he stated that the council could request 3 free salt bins and wheel barrows also they could purchase additional salt bins.  Discussions took place concerning various sites for the salt bins, Cllr Jones suggested that a salt bin be placed within Parklands, Cllr Shore suggested the Parklands, The Croft and the corner of West Street/North Street, the clerk was asked to enquire at North Lincs what the procedure will be to get the free salt bins, Cllr Barrett suggested that the council also look at additional bins. 
52/11 FINANCE COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVES
The clerk stated that now the council is at full strength they need to elect a new finance committee representatives as well as a reserve, should any councillor be unable to attend a meeting, Cllr Hurst explained that the committee meet on a quarterly basis and look through bank statements and account books etc. Cllr Hurst and Jones agreed to continue as representatives, Cllr Barrett and Cllr Lewis stated that they would be willing to be representatives. 
Resolved: Cllr’s Hurst, Jones and Barrett will now form the finance committee, Cllr Lewis will be the reserve councillor, and the clerk will arrange a meeting.
