107/11. DECLARATION OF INTEREST

108/11. ROY HINDMARSH – TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES

The chairman welcomed Roy Hindmarsh to the meeting, and explained the concerns the Parish Council have in relation to the recent data that has been downloaded from the traffic signs particularly the speeds reported while the sign was on North Street. Roy Hindmarsh explained the process that he follows when downloading the information from the traffic signs, he went on to state that the main culprits for speeding are delivery vehicles, also it has been mainly residents of the village that have being caught speeding. Once the figures have been downloaded Roy sends them to Barry Gardner, Roy Hindmarsh was asked how many prosecutions have taken place, Roy explained that the police are very reluctant to give out that information but he would contact Barry Gardner and request the information. 
Cllr Harris asked when the sign is moved back to North Street again could it be placed further into the village, Roy stated that would be fine and asked that the clerk email him when an alternative lamp post is identified. Cllr Harris also asked if there were any other calming measures that could be considered. Roy Hindmarsh stated that when the traffic signs are moved to a new location a Check Your Speed sign could be put in its place so that some kind a calming measure is present at all locations. 
Cllr McLeod stated that in his view the signs working, Cllr Shore expressed his views concerning the speeds reported. Cllr Harris stated that if it is reported in the press how many prosecutions have taken place it may have an effect. 
Roy Hindmarsh stated that North Lincs Council are carrying out a speed review of all streets, road entry treatments for each entrance into the village were discussed e.g. chacans, red gravel surfacing. Further discussions took place concerning various options that could be open to the council to reduce the speeds further. It was suggested that the council could work with Roy Hindmarsh to look at road entry treatments, reduction of speeds to the approach of the village. Roy Hindmarsh asked that any information on speeding traffic be passed onto him; he will then send it on to Barry Gardner to enforce. The chairman thanked Roy for attending the meeting.

114/11. TURBURY LAND RENTAL
The Turbury rent was discussed at last month’s meeting, the clerk was asked to contact Caroline McGuire who is the clerk for Owston Ferry they rent the land to the side of the West Butterwick Land, although they have twice as much land as West Butterwick, she may be able to tell the council how much they charge per acre, and she may be able to offer advice concerning who to contact in relation to reviewing the land rent, and whether they have reviewed their rental value in recent years, Caroline McGuire has emailed the clerk stating that they have increased their land rent, however the council will need to give a year’s notice to the tenant that the rent will be increased. Cllr Coggon proposed an increase of £10 per acre, Cllr McLeod second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour.
