98/11. ROY HINDMARSH – TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES

Due to unforeseen circumstances Roy Hindmarsh was unable to attend the meeting, but reported to the clerk that he would attend the meeting in February. 

99/11. MINUTES

The minutes of the meeting held on the 20th December 2010, copies here with, of which were previously circulated were taken as read.
Resolved: That the said minutes be approved and signed as a true record.

100/11. MATTERS ARISING
91/10 Matters Arising – 70/10 Doctors Surgery

Cllr Harris reported that the sign has still not been put back on the side of the surgery, the clerk will chase this matter up with Tracy Carter the Practice Manager. 

76/10 St Mary’s Church
Cllr Harris reported that Terry Bowker has contacted her concerning the renewal of the oil tank; he has also emailed the clerk asking for confirmation in relation to the ownership and responsibility of the oil tank.

Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Terry Bowker and inform him to order the tank and for them to invoice the Parish Council asap, the Church would have ownership and responsibility for the tank, including the disposal of the old tank. 
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100/11. MATTERS ARISING CONT:

95/10 Highway, Footpath & Sundry Matters
Cllr Harris reported that the pot holes have now been filled in. 

101/11 PLANNING APPLICATIONS FOR CONSENT

Resolved: There were no applications to consider

102/11. CORRESPONDENCE

(a)Jo Buckle – West Butterwick Primary School
Jo Buckle has written to the council to thank them for their kind and thoughtful gesture of contributing 50% of the yearly fee in respect of parking on Godfreys land. It was reported that traffic issues have improved on West Street as a result of the school staff parking on the land. 

(b)Church Clock
It was reported that the clock is now working satisfactory, Cllr Coggon stated that he met with the engineer, the problems were likely to have been a result of the extreme snow and frost that we have had in recent months, which had stopped the handles on the clock from moving, they have now been reset and we shouldn’t have any further problems. 
Cllr McLeod reported that the automatic adjuster only adjusts the minutes and not the hour hand. Cllr Coggon stated that the engineer has shown him how to change the hour hand, which must be done anti-clockwise. 

(c) Snow/Ice Clearing

Cllr Harris read out the email sent to the clerk in response to questions raised by the council at last month’s meeting in respect of snow/ice clearing within the village. Chris Beam reported that they have local farmers and contractors who can be drafted in to assist with snow clearing operations, Cllr Harris stated that Chris does not say who authorises/activates  the work to be carried out, also that they didn’t hand salt various areas of the village for over a fortnight after the severe weather began. The question of how they clear the roads was asked do they clear all the way to the tarmac, or do they just clear two tracks. Cllr McLeod asked what they do with the snow once they have cleared it; various areas were discussed as to where the snow could be removed to. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to email Chris Beam with the above questions, also to get clarification as to whom the local farmers are who are contracted to carry out the snow clearing as an when required.  

(d) Steve Hepworth – North Lincs Homes

Cllr Harris read out an email received from Steve Hepworth in relation to the questions raised by the parish council at their last meeting, he states that he has a meeting with North Lincolnshire Council and will make the point that they have no objections to council staff clearing paths and spreading grit around North Lincolnshire Homes properties. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to email Mr Hepworth to find out what agreement he reached with North Lincs Council at their meeting in relation to the above. 
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103/11. DAVE SANDERSON – FARM LANE
Cllr McLeod explained the background concerning the re-direction of the footpath at Farm Lane; he stated that he has spoken to Sue Holt in relation to the maps which show the original route of the footpath. It was suggested that the clerk contact Colin Wilkinson and copy Simon Driver and the MP into the email, this matter has been dragging on far too long. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Colin Wilkinson concerning the above matter and copy in Simon Driver and Andrew Percy MP. 

104/11. ISSUES RAISED AT FINANCE COMMITTEE MEETING 10/1/2011
(a)Grass cutting Contract

Cllr Harris reported that the Grass Cutting contract is due for renewal, issues were raised at the finance committee in relation to the current contractor, the grass has been cut recently without authorisation, the contractor was contracted for 10 cuts any further cuts would need to be authorised, Cllr Jones stated that the contractor has done a very good job of the grass cutting it is purely the amount of cuts that is in question. The council legally need to receive tenders each year to ensure that council money is spent economically. 
The clerk was asked to get three new tenders along with a tender from the current contractor for 10 cuts only, any further cuts will need to be authorised by a councillor.  

(b)Turbury Land

The Turbury rent was discussed, it was reported that the rent has not changed for a number of years, and the question of whether the council need to review the rental value was raised. Cllr Harris asked how the council would go about reviewing the rental; the clerk stated that they may need to contact the District Valuer for an evaluation, or an Estate Agent. It was suggested that the clerk contact Caroline McGuire who is the clerk for Owston Ferry they rent the land to the side of the West Butterwick Land, although they have twice as much land as West Butterwick, she may be able to tell the council how much they charge per acre, and she may be able to offer advice concerning who to contact in relation to reviewing the land rent, and whether they have reviewed their rental value in recent years. 
105/11 HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & SUNDRY MATTERS

The following matters were raised:
1. Road Surface issues were raised on the road where Ulyett Lane meets West Street. 
2. It was reported that the North Lincolnshire Liaison Meeting will be held on Thursday 27th January 2011 at Pittwood House. 
3. The matter of no School sign on the North Side before School lane was discussed, also the matter of a road narrowing sign and a directional sign for the Doctors Surgery which has previously been agreed by Gareth Denovan at North Lincs Council and still has not been put in place.

4. The ongoing issues at South Ewsters was discussed, the clerk was asked to get an update from Martin Wilson at North Lincs, also contact Carline McGuire to find out if Owston Ferry Council have contact North Lincs Council as a neighbouring village. 
5. The clerk was asked to put a February newsletter together containing information on the following matters: Public Forum, May Elections, Dog Fouling, Digital Switchover, Grant Application Scheme, Website and Traffic Speeds. 
6. Traffic Speed issues were discussed, Cllr Harris reported that at last month’s meeting councillors were asked to look for various new locations for the traffic sign to placed when it moves back to South Street, some suggestions were outside No 18 or outside Blacksmiths Cottage.
