Lyn Seddon – Lyn reported that she was the owner of the village shop and has attended the council meeting tonight to ask for the councils support in relation to the proposed consultation relating to parking on West Street following complaints from the bus company that they find it very difficult to get the bus along West Street. Lyn went on to say that the proposed parking restriction stops just short of the shop, she feels that if all the vehicles are removed from West Street leaving it clear this will only result in it being used as a race track for boy racers. The perfect option would be to leave it as it is now but this does not seem to be an option, the proposal will just move the vehicles further along the street, possibly outside of the shop, this will have a major impact on the shop, if customers cannot easily park outside the shop they will not call in, this will effect shop takings, discussions took place concerning possible waiting restrictions of half hour – one hour, also asking the bus company to change the bus time taking into account school drop off, picking up time. Cllr Coggon stated that the council want to help Mrs Seddon if the shop closes this will have a major impact on the village. Cllr Hurst thanked Mrs Seddon for attending the meeting.

Cllr Shadlock asked if the council could still get the traffic signs that state KILL YOUR SPEED NOT A CHILD. Cllr Barrett suggested that we could get the school children involved; they could carry out a speed awareness project.

The clerk also asked for information as to the process for another phone box to be sited at Parklands, this is still ongoing. 
2. Cllr Shadlock reported concerning a bramble bush on corner of Hall Farm & West Street on Godfreys land that needs to be cut back, Cllr Coggon stated that he would deal with this matter. 
3. It was reported that on the corner of West Street/Parklands near the bus shelter, there is a concrete waste bin that has no metal liner and has not been emptied for a long time; this matter needs to be dealt with. 
4. Cllr Jones reported that the plant troughs at West Street entrance have now been planted. 
5. Cllr urst rHurstHurst reported that he and Coggon attended a Winter Service meeting held by North Lincs Council at Epworth on the 14th July, there was a lot of positive things came out of the meeting. North Lincs Council are willing to provide villages with a maximum of 3 salt bins, the council have to indicate a need for the bins and various sites i.e. Doctors surgery, Parklands. The Parish Council will need to nominate a snow warden who will have custody of the wheel barrows etc, also they could be the person of low authority who can call out contractors, but they would need to speak to North Lincs first before calling the contractors. The parish council need to make an application to North Lincs sooner rather than later and state who the snow warden will be, if anyone knows of someone who could be a further contractor then please let the clerk know. 
6. Cllr Coggon reported that Terry Bowker has informed him that some of the grave stones where loose, they have now laid them down. 
7. It was stated that following an incident tonight when a youth has pulled up some of the safety matting, this now needs to be put back in place, the clerk stated that she would contact North Lincs to carry out the repairs needed.
