(a)ERNLLCA Newsletter

(b)Parking in West Butterwick

North Lincs council have written to the PC stating that they have been contacted by Isle Coaches in connection with parking on North Street and West Street; vehicles are causing problems for the bus service on this route, in particular near the shop, post office and the school. Cllr Milner suggested that the road could be widened into the School yard by a metre. Cllr Jones stated that there is an alternative, and the parking issue is a problem and there will be no easy solution. A parking restriction along West Street between 8am – 5pm could be a solution. Cllr Shore stated that a visibility study needs to be carried out. 

Cllr Shore suggested that the council reply to Lyn Watson and ask what ideas she has to help elevate the matter. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to write to Lyn Walker and send a copy to Isle coaches. 
(c) Traffic Calming Response
Cllr Hurst stated that the response states similar information as to what has been received previously; this is a major problem within the village. Cllr Milner stated that the police should carry out speed controls within the village. Discussions took place concerning various other traffic calming measures that could be taken e.g. additional signs, Red Surface Tarmac, Repeater signs, Awareness signs and a Permanent speed restriction of 20mph outside of the school. Cllr Shore expressed his strong views concerning this matter, they have the information but nothing seems to be improving, will it take a fatality before something is done. 
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22/11. CORRESPONDENCE CONT: 

(c) Traffic Calming Response Cont: 

Cllr Hurst allowed Cllr Allcock to speak concerning this matter, and reported a similar incident in his neighbouring village relating to excessive speed, he stated that he is in favour of 20mph outside of all schools, North Lincs Council are currently carrying out a speed review of all roads.  
Resolved: The clerk was asked to write a letter to Roy Hindmarsh suggesting the traffic calming measures listed above; Cllr Allcock stated that he would also speak to Roy Hindmarsh. 
(d) Footpath from Farm Lane
Cllr Hurst reported that this matter has now officially concluded, the route has been signposted and the creation has been advertised. 
23/11. TRAFFIC SIGNS

24/11 ERNLLCA TRAINING

Cllr Hurst reported that he attended the ERNLLCA training, it was very interesting, Cllr Hurst asked Alan Barker questions relating to the Standards Board, Alan was astonished at how the incident with two of the Butterwick councillors had been carried out, and stated that under no circumstances should this have happened. Councillors are not accountable outside of council meetings. Cllr Hurst stated that if any councillors can spare the time the training is well worth attending; in relation to drainage/ditches he was informed that the council have the power to clear the area and invoice the land owners. 
25/11. APLICATIONS OF INTEREST – CO-OPTION OF NEW COUNCIL MEMBERS
The clerk reported that she had received three applications of interest from:

3. Trevor Lewis

Jackie Shadlock and Kristina Barrett were present at the meeting; Cllr Hurst asked the ladies if they would mind leaving the room while the council went through their applications, which they agreed. 

Cllr Hurst read out each application of interest to councillors, and stated that his only query would be why they didn’t apply at the time of the full council election. 

Cllr Coggon stated that alot of people don’t like to apply in case it creates an election. It was stated that co-opting both ladies would allow a cross section of different ends of the village and they would be an asset to the council. Cllr Hurst stated that Mr Lewis application seemed to have alot of information about other people rather than himself. Cllr Shore reported that there are two other residents who have showed an interest in joining the council. Cllr Hurst proposed that the council co-opt the two ladies and hold one seat in abeyance for another month till the next meeting, Cllr Jones second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 
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25/11. APLICATIONS OF INTEREST – CO-OPTION OF NEW COUNCIL MEMBERS CONT:

Jackie and Kristina were invited to rejoin the meeting and were informed that the council agreed to co-opt both of them on to the council; they were asked if they wished to say anything. Kristina stated that it had been a very interesting meeting and is very pleased to have been welcomed on to the council. Jackie stated that she has lived in the village for 44 years and has seen many changes in that time and she hope that she can now put something back into the community. 
Resolved: It was agreed to hold one seat for another month, the clerk was asked to contact the two other residents interested in joining the council and also invite Mr Lewis to attend the next council meeting. Jackie Shadlock and Kristina Barrett were co-opted onto the council. 

26/11 HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & SUNDRY MATTERS

1. It was reported that there is a raised man hole near Axgro Foods, Modern Products.
2. Cllr Milner reported that the Streetlights are still not working on the corner of Parklands. 

3. It has been reported to the council that the Millennium footpath from the Croft to the Village Hall, Axgro side is very overgrown. Cllr Allcock read out an email from Neighbourhood Services that states the footpath has now been cut. Cllr Milner stated that there is someone in the village who would be prepared to carry out the cutting more frequently if requested free of charge.
4. Cllr Hurst reported that he has been approached by the Village Hall in relation to the hole that has been filled in on the playing field, to finish this off it really needs to be grassed either seed or turf, the clerk reported that she has contacted numerous company’s to ask if they would be willing to donate enough turf and the council would give them a year’s free sponsorship on their website, however the companies were not willing and the cost for the turf would be approximately £120. Cllr Coggon proposed that the council pay for the turf and complete the project; Cllr Shore asked for an addendum that the council will support them if the village Hall agrees to pay half. There was no second for the proposal, it was agreed to place this matter on the next agenda.

5. Cllr Hurst asked if it was to late to apply for the Best Kept Village completion, Cllr Jones stated that he thought it would be. 

6. Cllr Hurst stated that the council agreed last month to look at producing another newsletter and asked councillors to think of subjects to be discussed at next month’s meeting, the clerk was asked to place this matter on the next agenda. 

7. Cllr Coggon stated that he now has a copy of the business working hours for Axgro Foods and will let Cllr Hurst have a copy to read through. There is no working time limit on the factory at Farm Lane. 
8. Cllr Hurst reported that Bunty has sent the council a lovely thank you card, which he read out.
