Resolved: The minutes of the meeting held on the 17th October 2011, copies here with, of which were previously circulated were taken as read.

The clerk reported that Rob Mackenzie has informed her that they have carried out a site visit.

Cllr Hurst stated that he is currently looking at alternative funding and will hopefully have an update for the next PC meeting. 

73/11 Matters Arising – 68/11 Highway, Footpath & Sundry Matters

It was reported that the hedge problem at Parklands is still ongoing. 

75/11 Correspondence – (b) Proposed Traffic Order

Cllr Hurst stated that the proposed traffic order is in hand and still ongoing. 

75/11 Correspondence – (h) Litter Bin

Halyna has replied to the clerks request for the litter bin at Parklands to be replaced, she states that North Lincolnshire council are not in a position to replace the bin, Cllr Allcock stated that he has spoken to Halyna concerning this matter and he didn’t get much joy, North Lincolnshire Council state that the bin is owned by the PC.
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82/11. MATTERS ARISING CONT: 
75/11 Correspondence – (h) Litter Bin

Halyna will send the clerk a price for replacing the bin, discussions took place concerning the emptying of the bin. Cllr Allcock was asked to take up the matter with Halyna on behalf of the PC and request that the bin be emptied once a week. 
76/11 Remembrance Sunday
Cllr Shore stated that the attendance for Remembrance Day has once again increased, every year more people seem to attend which is really good to see, even young children attended. Cllr Coggon reported that Mr Ella laid the wreaths and Mr Jones carried out the reading, he also stated that he was a bit disappointed with traffic passing through during the service. 
78/11 Financial Report & Accounts for Payment
Cllr Shore expressed his views in relation to the payment made for the Snooker Table insurance, Cllr Jones explained the reason why the PC pays for the insurance.

84/11. CORRESPONDENCE
(a)Community Tree Planting

Cllr John Briggs has written to the PC stating that the president of the Lions has contacted him in relation to a tree planting project which they are taking part in, they aim to plant 1 million trees nationwide, all Parish/Town Councils are eligible to receive the offer of tree planting. Cllr Shore stated that he thought tree planting was part of the Village Plan and the offer could be passed to them. Cllr Jones stated that the trees could be planted on the Playing Field where the popular trees were removed, depending on what the trees are. Cllr Coggon stated that popular are the worst trees to have. Further discussions took place concerning various concerns in relation to the up keep and maintenance of the trees once planted. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to find out what the trees are and providing they are the right trees the council have no objections to them being planted. 
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84/11. CORRESPONDENCE CONT: 
(b) Boundary Proposals 

Cllr Jones stated that he would like to see the Isle of Axholme stay the same as one entity, Cllr Coggon agreed totally with Cllr Jones. Cllr Shore expressed his views and stated that he would like to see the Isle of Axholme become Independent. 
Resolved: Councillors agreed for a letter to be sent to the Boundary Commission stating that the isle of Axholme stay the same as one entity. 

(c) Roy Hindmarsh – Traffic Issues 

Cllr Shore stated that Roy Hindmarsh fails to understand the councils concerns, they state that it is not a main road, however it is the only main road we have, Cllr Allcock stated that Roy Hindmarsh is answerable to the Cabinet member for Highways, Police Officers are sent out on motorbikes, Cllr Allcock stated that he would speak to the Cabinet member for Highways on behalf of the PC in relation to their major concerns. The clerk asked Roy Hindmarsh about the Check Your Speed signs that he agreed to put in place when the traffic signs are moved to the various locations within the village, this was so there were signs at each site all the time, Roy Hindmarsh has still not put the signs in place, he states that this is because the village is not in the top 48 locations, the clerk asked Cllr Allcock if he would also take this matter up with the Cabinet Member and maybe he could find some spare signs. 
Cllr Shore expressed his strong views in relation to the lack of visible traffic police within the village. 

(d) West Butterwick Primary School 

The school council would like to meet with councillors to find out what the role and responsibility of a Parish Councillor involves. Cllr Shore stated that they have two Governors at the school who have firsthand knowledge of council business, the clerk was asked to contact Bunty to ask if she would be prepared to talk to the school council; the clerk stated that if Bunty was unable to attend a meeting with the school council she would speak to them. 
(e) Winter Service and Snow Warden Information 

Cllr Allcock stated that following last year’s disastrous attempts to clear the snow etc, North Lincolnshire Council have put in place a new scheme, last year they had 4 ½ thousand tonnes of salt this year they have 5 ½ tonne, they have added more precautionary salt routes and they have introduced the scheme for snow wardens, he stated that he was the lead snow warden for this area. Local Farmers and contractors have signed up. The snow warden will contact him informing him of the most affected areas, and then he will agree the contractors needed. The Parish Council can engage contractors however they will not be reimbursed form North Lincs Council for this action. If action is taken by North Lincs Council the PC will get a budget of approximately £400 to pay for the contractors this will be reimbursed from North Lincolnshire Council. North Lincs Council will continue to fill the yellow salt bins, but the PC will be responsible for filling the green bins with the two tonne of salt that they have had delivered previously. Cllr Shore stated that the yellow bin near the doctors has been removed and North Lincs should put it back and fill it. Cllr Lewis asked if suitable tools for clearing snow and ice were provided by North Lincs Council or do we have to buy our own; Cllr Allcock stated that residents/councillors would be asked to use their own equipment. 
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85/11. VILLAGE EMERGENCY PLAN
Cllr Hurst reported that a meeting has now taken place and work has begun, he asked councillors for the next meeting could they think of five people that could be contacted informing them that a situation is ongoing/occurred. Cllr Coggon stated that the Village Hall could be used as a gathering and stated that he thought that the Ferry Boat used to have a siren to let people know when an incident had occurred. Cllr Jones stated that he has spoken to the landlord at the Ferry Boat concerning this and he has stated that they no longer have it. Cllr Hurst also asked councillors to think of any resources we have within the community e.g. Nurse, tractors, IT etc, also anyone with skills within the village, this information is a substantial part of the plan. Cllr Hurst stated that Tina has also contributed considerably already. 
86/11 RESIDENTS REQUEST – TREE PLANTING

Cllr Hurst explained the background of how this request came about, at the last council meeting councillors had no objections to the tree being planted but consideration was taken as to whether the tree could be planted in the church yard; however this is not acceptable to the church committee for various reasons. Cllr Shadlock stated that the tree could be planted behind the bench on the playing field, Cllr Jones stated that the only problem with that is the electrical wires above, and suggested the North/East corner of the playing field, Cllr Coggon proposed that the council agree to plant the tree in the suggested location, Cllr Milner second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. Cllr Milner asked if the trees from the Lions are Christmas Trees could one be planted in Barry McLeod’s front garden then the village has a permanent Christmas tree. 

87/11 SERVICE OF GANG MOWERS

Cllr Shadlock proposed that the council agree to pay for the service of the gang mowers, Cllr Lewis second the proposal, Cllr Shore expressed his strong views concerning the village hall and stated that we need to have an action plan stating who pays for what and who owns what, a meeting with the trustees of the village hall and the PC needs to take place, the council should receive an annual report along with a financial statement. Cllr Shore stated that if the council council’s revenue was earmarked for a project then the PC could then precept. Cllr Shadlock proposal was put to the vote and resulted 1 against, 4 in favour. 
Resolved: The clerk will let the Village Hall know to arrange for the service of the gang mowers at their next convenience and invoice the Pc. 
88/11 HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & SUNDRY MATTERS

The following issues were raised:
1. Cllr Milner reported that two street lights are not working outside 17 West Street and the opposite side South Street; he would contact the clerk and let her know the streetlight numbers. 
2. Cllr Shadlock stated that the floodlight at Pender’s Dog Kennels is so bright it is blinding traffic. 

3. Cllr Hurst asked if anyone knew how the Jubilee Celebrations are going, Cllr Shore stated that it is ongoing and a meeting is being held on Wednesday night.
