34/11 Correspondence – (c) Micro Asphalt Surfacing Programme
Cllr Hurst asked if a site visit had been carried out, the clerk stated that she had contacted Rob Mackenzie to ask if the site visit was carried out, he has not yet replied.

The clerk reported in relation to the overgrown conifer on Parklands. North Lincs have confirmed that an enforcement order has been sent to the owners of the property and they have 21 days to cut back the hedge.

75/11. CORRESPONDENCE

(a)ERNLLCA Newsletter
Cllr Shadlock reported concerning the article on playground inspections, Cllr Hurst stated that North Lincs Council usually carry out the Annual Inspections. 
Cllr Hurst reported concerning the article on Data Protection and suggested that the council get further information as it may be something that the council need to register. 

(b)Proposed Traffic Order West Street
Cllr Hurst reported that Andy Toyne has emailed information of the public consultation that is taking place in relation to the above matter. Cllr Shadlock stated that if the proposal goes ahead she thinks it will become a race track, Cllr Hurst stated that the council keep an eye on this matter and if it has a negative effect we will deal with it. 
(c) North Lincolnshire Local Development Framework
Resolved: To be noted, there does not seem to be any changes for West Butterwick. 
(d) Planning for Renewable Energy Development
Resolved: To be noted: Cllr Hurst asked if the clerk would forward a copy of the document to him. 
(e) Roy Hindmarsh – Speeding Issues
Cllr Hurst stated that the reply from Roy Hindmarsh is once again very disappointing, Cllr Shadlock stated that Roy Hindmarsh states in paragraph 1 that there has only been 1 reported casualty but in fact 2 people died. In Paragraph 3 he states that there are locations with up to 4203 speed offenders but the clerk was asked to request how many of these are speeds of 87mph as we have experienced in West Butterwick. 
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75/11. CORRESPONDENCE CONT: 
The clerk reported that In previous emails Roy agreed to place CHECK YOUR SPEED signs when he moves the traffic signs from various locations within West Butterwick so that there is a sign in all three locations all the time, this has not yet been done. 

Resolved: The clerk was asked to reply to Roy Hindmarsh expressing the above views of the council and request that the CHECK YOUR SPEED signs are put in place. 
(f) GPD Planning

(g) Winter Service 

In order for North Lincs Council to implement some of the proposed changes to the winter service the Parish Council need to (A) Appoint a Snow Warden (b) Agree a supply of salt and additional salt bins to the parish. 
Cllr Shadlock agreed to be a temporary snow warden, the council agreed to have the two tonne bags of salt, discussions took place concerning where the bags of salt could be stored, the clerk was asked to contact Cllr Coggon for suggestions. Discussions took place concerning various locations for the salt bins; the locations which were agreed are as follows, entrance to Parklands, West Street directly across from school and the Methodist Church Hall Car Park. 
(h) Litter Bin

Halyna Deboer has replied in relation to the issues of the litter bin on Parklands, the parish council previously requested that if possible could the bin be replaced with a bigger bin or emptied once a week, Halyna has stated that the bin is already emptied weekly and that North Lincs are not able to get a replacement liner for the bin and suggest that maybe the PC would be in a better position to be able to fund a replacement bin. Cllr Hurst asked the clerk to ask North Lincs council why they are unable to replace the bin as it is unfit for purpose. 
(i)Planning Appeal – Owsten ferry Road, West Butterwick

Cllr Hurst explained the recent visit he received from Mr Scott in relation to the above, Cllr Hurst stated to Mr Scott that he needed to contact Mike Welton at North Lincs council and raise his issue with him. The clerk has previously contact Mike Welton to let him know that Mr Scott will be in touch and stated that the PC does not support his campaign.

77/11 HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & SUNDRY MATTERS

The following issues were raised:
1. Cllr Jones reported that he has seen in the local press that the Lions committee are giving Parish and Town Councils a free bag of daffodils, the clerk reported that she has not received an official letter but will contact them to find out if the pc is eligible. 
2. It was reported that the bus shelter panel is still missing and the timetable are still damaged, Cllr Jones reported that they have been replaced once but have been vandalised again. 
3. Cllr Shadlock reported that the tree next to the bus stop opposite Ulyett Lane is very overgrown. 
4. The streetlight at the Riverside Flats No 2 is not working and they lead to the back of the flats. 
5. Cllr Hurst reported that Mrs Doreen Hardy who lives on West Street has been told that the council allow people to plant trees around the edges of the playing field and would like the parish council to consider either planting or letting her plant a tree (Oak Tree). Discussions took place as the pc don’t recall anyone planting trees on the village hall playing field, Cllr Jones stated that he thinks it may be the Church Yard not the playing field, the council agreed to the general idea, Cllr Hurst stated that the tree is small and slow growing and suggested that the clerk contact Cllr Coggon to ask if people are allowed to plant trees within the Church Yard. 
6. Cllr Hurst reported concerning the Doctors Surgery Rent, he read out an email he has received from Andrew Percy, which states that the PCT are unable to find the additional rent. Andrew states that he is willing to arrange a meeting if the council wish to get further involved. Cllr Hurst explained the background concerning the surgery improvements and extension. Cllr Jones stated that the council should have got approval at the time in black and white. Cllr Hurst stated that he has drafted a reply to Andrew which he read out to councillors the reply expressed the councils views. Cllr Shadlock proposed that Cllr Hurst reply be sent to Andrew, Cllr Lewis second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. Cllr Shadlock stated that the council need to get together with the practice to discuss the problems of residents getting appointments, Cllr Hurst asked the clerk to place this matter on next month agenda. 
7. The issue of serving the gang mowers was discussed, Cllr Hurst stated that the PC and Village Hall Management committee have a common agenda, both bodies are trying to do good things for the village and it is the PC’s job to help the village hall committee run as smooth as possible. Cllr Hurst went on to express his views; discussions took place concerning the PC making a possible one off payment as a gesture to help them run smooth. It was suggested that the clerk contact Jeff Ash and ask him what it will cost to service the gang mowers and place the matter on the next agenda.
