56/11 COMMUNITY LED PLAN UPDATE – GARY ALLEN
Gary reported that the analysis of the questionnaires has just finished, he explained the process that has been followed, 173 completed responses were received which they feel is a very good response rate. The committee have not yet had the opportunity to discuss the figures yet hopefully this will be done at the next meeting to be held on Wednesday, the committee are sure that at the end they will have a document that will help future discussions that will reflect what the residents of the village want to see. Cllr Hurst asked Garry to pass on the councils compliments to the committee for their superb work. Gary passed each councillor a breakdown of the responses received and asked if councillors had any questions. Cllr Barrett stated that the report gives a clear view of the needs within the village. Cllr Hurst asked if the committee are on target in relation to the original timetable, Gary replied that they are well on track although there is still a lot of work to be done, they would like to have the plan completed by spring, Cllr Hurst asked if there would be a shortfall within funding, Gary explained that there would not be enough funding for a proper, nice, glossy booklet, but he will look for funding/grants nearer the time, Cllr Hurst explained the council grant application scheme. Cllr Hurst thanked Gary for attending the meeting.

Lyn Seddon and June Shore reported after speaking to people in the village and having the benefit of being involved in the village plan, it has become clear that although most people don’t want the responsibilities of organising an event, people were disappointed there wasn’t any organised village celebrations for the recent royal wedding. People would welcome community events and feel that such events will strengthen the sense of community spirit within the village, they asked if the parish council has any plans to organise a community event to celebrate the queen’s jubilee in June next year, if not they would be happy to take this on board and are volunteering to organise such an event, their thoughts involve a picnic in the park event on bank holiday Monday 4th June 2012,

62/11. CORRESPONDENCE

(a)ERNLLCA Newsletter
Cllr Shore reported concerning an article with new information about grants that are available to councils for sports facilities. Cllr Hurst suggested that the council look at the application forms etc and see what is involved.
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62/11. CORRESPONDENCE CONT: 
(b)Highway Issues
The issue of the litter bin at Parklands was discussed, Cllr Milner brought the matter to the attention of the council stating that it was never emptied, the clerk reported the matter to North Lincs Council who have replied reporting that the bin is emptied at least once a week, Cllr Shadlock stated that the bin is emptied once a fortnight. Cllr Shore stated that the PC should reply to North Lincs requesting that the bin is only emptied once a fortnight and suggest that it should be replaced with a bigger bin or one with a lid as the current capacity is not adequate. 
(c) West Street Parking – Andy Toyne
The clerk reported that she has received information from Andy Toyne stating that he visited the site and has spoken to Lyn Seddon and as a result of this meeting and the consultation feedback they have made some amendments which will be sent to the council in due course. 

(d) Roy Hindmarsh
Roy Hindmarsh has sent an email to Barry Gardner stating that the PC do accept that they do not get police enforcement, Cllr Shore stated that the PC do not accept that we don’t get police enforcement, Cllr Shore explained recent articles that have been in the press. Cllr Shore stated that the PC should write back to Roy Hindmarsh stating that the comments he has made are incorrect also send a copy to Cllr Allcock, Chief Officer B Division and Andrew Percy. Cllr Shadlock reported that a young boy was knocked off his bike on West Week last week. 
(e) GPD Planning

The PC have received a reply from GDP Planning in relation to the query made concerning the minor material amendments and if a certificate B had been signed by the PC for the original planning application, Cllr Shore expressed his views concerning the background of this application. Cllr Hurst stated that he would like some clarification concerning why affordable housing is no longer included in the planning application when it was included in the original application. 
63/11. DOCTORS SURGERY RENT REVIEW
Cllr Hurst reported that a meeting has taken place with himself, Andrew Percy, Tracey Carter and Dr Gallagher there was no one present from the PCT, the meeting took place at the doctor’s surgery, despite some fairly strong opposition at the previous meeting Doctor Gallagher spoke strongly in favour concerning the issues raised by the council. Andrew Percy thought that the Pc were being dealt a bad hand and accepted that the PC were doing the right thing for the village, he took the most recent rent evaluation away with him and gave complete assurance that he would set up a meeting with the PCT for an explanation. Cllr Shore stated that this is a very good outcome. Cllr Hurst stated that he would keep the council informed when he receives any updates. 
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64/11 GRANTS APPLICATION SCHEME – WEST BUTTERWICK PRIMARY SCHOOL/WEST BUTTERWICK YOUTH CLUB
Following last month’s meeting the PC have now received a copy of the Primary School accounts, Cllr Shadlock proposed that the council accept the grant application of £500.00 to purchase some new furniture/storage and resources for the new learning room, Cllr Shore second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted 5 in favour. 

Resolved: Inform the Primary School that the grant application was accepted and arrange a cheque for £500.00
The PC went on to discuss the grant application from the Youth Club who have applied for £400.00 to purchase a three/four seat sofa. Cllr Shore proposed that the PC accept the grant application, Cllr Milner second the proposal which was put to the vote and resulted in a unanimous vote in favour. 

Resolved: Inform the Youth Club that their application has been accepted and arrange a cheque for £400.00
65/11. EMERGENCY PLAN
The clerk previously circulated to councillors a copy of the draft emergency plan, it was suggested that a small sub-committee be formed to work through the plan, Cllr Barrett, Milner and Hurst agreed to be involved in the sub-committee, a meeting will be arrange at their convenience.
66/11 VILLAGE PARK
Cllr Shadlock reported that during the summer holidays she visited different parks within the Isle, she also used the village park but it came apparent that the village park is very outdated and asked how the council would stand looking for grants to purchase new equipment. Cllr Shore stated that this could be part of the village plan; he also suggested that the money in the Abbey National account could be marked as the Playing Field Equipment fund and then the PC can start to precept. Cllr Hurst stated that the council should investigate this matter further. 
67/11 MISSING BUS STOPS
Cllr Shadlock reported that over the past few years a couple of bus stops have disappeared, there is no longer a bus stop at the Three Horse Shoes side of the road, Cllr Shore stated that due to the narrowing of the road it was moved further down the road due to health & safety issues. Cllr Shadlock went on to state that the bus stop outside Axgro foods factory and on the opposite side of the road to this is also no longer there. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact North Lincolnshire Council to make enquires. 
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68/11 HIGHWAY, FOOTPATH & SUNDRY MATTERS

1. Cllr Jones reported that the hedges around the playing field need to be cut, also the lawnmower needs servicing, it was asked who funds the servicing of the lawnmower as the council don’t own them and no one seemed to remember paying for this previously, Cllr Hurst asked the clerk to get clarification who has previously paid for the service of the lawnmower. It was suggested that a meeting be held with the village hall management committee to put something in writing in relation to who owns/responsible for what, discussion took place concerning the background of this matter. 
Resolved: The clerk was asked to contact Jeff Ash and ask if they would agree to a meeting, the PC need to be as supportive as possible. 

2. Cllr Shadlock reported that there is a house for sale on Parklands and the conifers are so overgrown that they are encroaching on the highway
3. Cllr Hurst reported that the rabbits are still a major problem on the playing field; North Lincs have stated that they are not able to help with this matter; the clerk has contacted the environment team at North Lincs for advice as to whether the council can legally net the rabbits and remove them.
